Job title: Programming, Advocacy and Membership Organizing Intern
Brit Tzedek v’Shalom, the Jewish Alliance for Justice and Peace, is a national non-profit grassroots organization, working to mobilize American Jews to advocate to the United States government in support of a negotiated two-state resolution of the Israeli-Palestinian conflict.  Brit Tzedek has 38 chapters and over 36,000 members and supporters.  The Greater Seattle Chapter of Brit Tzedek has developed a network of over 1,000 supporters in Washington State. Students will be able to learn while they take action: Students will meet with Seattle Chapter officers and activists and discuss Brit Tzedek's mission, goals and history, and observe and participate in Brit Tzedek activities and events.  Brit Tzedek/Seattle actively engages in home-district advocacy with our 2 senators and the 6 Washington members of Congress who have districts in the greater Seattle area.  Other major activities of the chapter are: grassroots organizing, events, outreach and media.  Each year, the chapter holds several public events, as well as smaller public events and chapter gatherings.

Schedule:  10 hours per week/negotiable; one semester minimum preferred.
Compensation: Volunteer internship for credit; stipends available on a case-by-case basis for expenses for special events, training opportunities and conferences.

Supervision: Chapter chairperson, or as delegated to other steering committee members for specific projects:
one meeting per week initially, and a call with national Director of Chapter Development or other staff every other week for the first six weeks.  The intern will track calls made and other tasks accomplished and submit them on an ongoing basis
QUALIFICATIONS:  
· Support for the mission of Brit Tzedek v’Shalom; 
· Ability to work independently and collaboratively without an office base;

· Excellent verbal and written skills;

· Competency in Microsoft Office applications, cyber-communications and the Internet
· Detail-oriented, with ability to keep excellent records;

· Interest and willingness to be trained in community organizing and political advocacy; 
· Comfortable with outreach in the Jewish community;
· Available to attend at least one evening chapter meeting per month 
TASK AREAS:
· Advocacy: 
Schedule and provide support for advocacy meetings with senators and representative and their staff on United States support for a negotiated two-state Israeli-Palestinian peace.  

· Event organizing: 
Provide logistical support for programs such as parlor meetings, educational and outreach events, national tours visiting the Seattle area, and cultural programs relevant to Israeli-Palestinian peace efforts; research opportunities and contacts for potential educational and event venues.

· Membership outreach:  
Work with database coordinator and chapter chair on follow-up to contacts with potential members and supporters, using telephone and written communication; research community outreach opportunities, staff organizational booths or tables as appropriate; assist in production and distribution of electronic publicity and printed mailings.

These three items are chapter priorities on an ongoing basis.  Other project opportunities may be available.
