In addition to the Geneva Accords, Sari Nusseibeh and Ami Ayalon's Peoples' Voice Initiative has gathered over a quarter of a million signatures from average Israelis and Palestinians and the One Voice: 'Silent No Longer' initiative is bringing moderate Israeli and Palestinian voices across the political spectrum together to develop a ten point plan for peace. Chapters all over the country are beginning a campaign to win support for these recent peace initiatives through house meetings, synagogue events and meetings with Congressional Representatives.
